10 - 40m  Advanced OW Divers

Crystal Bay is aptly named due to its fantastic visibility. This site consists of 
a fantastic little bay in shallow water that offers excellent 
opportunities for photos, before sliding down into deep drop offs. 
Superb coral is only matched by the equally superb marine life. During 
the season of July through to November Crystal Bay is another excellent 
place to locate the Mola Mola which gather to be cleaned on the slopes 
of the reef. Currents here, as with the rest of Nusa Penida can change in 
an instant and along with the depths required to find the Mola Mola, its 
suggested only Avancded OW divers and above can visit this site!
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
